This league is designed for children who are four and five years old. Practices will begin April 14 at the
new Greenwood Sports Park. Practices and games will be for 45 minutes, from 5:45-6:30.

Practice and games will be on Mondays and Wednesdays. There will be a minimum of four practices and
four games over the five-week schedule. The schedule includes two makeup days because of the threat of
inclement weather. Every effort will be made to play all six games and we may extend the season beyond May
14.

This is a parent/guardian run league. The problem we see with beginning baseball leagues is that
youngsters are often placed alone in the field and have no idea what to do. We intend to counter
that problem by having the child’s parent/guardian standing in the field with them. The
parent/guardian will help the child by directing them to run to the correct base, throw the ball to the
correct area, etc. We believe constant encouragement is the best way to teach youngsters how to
play this great game. So, please be prepared to take the field with your child.

Practices will be geared to be both fun and educational. We will teach fielding techniques, batting
stance, hitting techniques (stressing safety), how to run the bases and throwing techniques. Games
will be however many innings we can play within the 45-minute time limit. Every player will bat each
inning. Our emphasis will be on learning the game.

Each player will get a team jersey and MLB replica cap (if available). Players must provide their own
mitt and can provide their own bat. The batting tees and balls will be provided by the league.
